LINGUINI CLASSIC

All arrangements have been made for this year’s event. The locations and format will be
the same as past years, namely the 1st and 3rd day of golf will be played at SentryWorld,
in Stevens Point, Wisconsin, culminating with a luncheon & awards presentation, after
Saturday’s shotgun-start round. The 2nd day (18 hole shotgun & a 9 hole scramble) will
be played at Lake Arrowhead, in Nekoosa, Wisconsin. There will be a cookout held, as
last year, after the 9 hole scramble on the Lakes course. Let’s skip the rain this year!

Room reservations are set at the Ramada, same as last year. The free drink now includes
a rail drink, besides a tap beer, and the Continental Breakfast is also included. Additional
rooms are available 3 days prior & after, for $56.75/room/night. Call them directly for
extra nights (715-341-1340), and mention the Linguini event for this special pricing.

The best news is the courses held to their 2010 pricing. Only the hotel increased ~$6.00.
The total cost would be $385 ($1,540 per foursome). For those of you that attended last
year, we were rained-out of the 9-hole scramble at Lake Arrowhead. The credit for that
event is $37, so the adjusted cost this year is $348 ($1,392/foursome). I would appreciate
it if team captains could remit the foursome payment and follow-up with their players.
