Well, next week we are at the Sanctuary, one of my favorite courses and I don't think I have 
given my expert advice on it yet, so here it goes. 
  
Hole 1: Par 4, short and straight, should make 4 
Hole 2: Par 4, short and straight, should make 4 
Hole 3: Par 4, short, but out of bounds on left, water on right, avoid, make 4 
Hole 4: Par 3, short but no trouble, make 3 
Hole 5: Par 5, dogleg left, very tight, 6 is not bad 
Hole 6: Par 3, about 140, trap in front, stay a little right 
Hole 7: Par 4, not that long, stay a little right 
Hole 8: Par 5, not that long, stay a little right, birdie is possible 
Hole 9: Par 4, stay a little left, 4 is possible, 5 not bad 
Hole 10: Par 4, water on right, tough green 
Hole 11: Par 3, not that long, bunker on left, got hole in one there "once" 
Hole 12: Par 5, long and straight, 6 is not that bad 
Hole 13: Par 4, long dogleg right, but stay left on drive 
Hole 14: Par 4, short but tight, hit less than driver, tough green 
Hole 15: Par 3, about 140, slightly uphill, bunkers front and left 
Hole 16: Par 4, stay a little right, not that long 
Hole 17: Par 5, tough water on left and right, 6 not bad 
Hole 18: Par 4, tough hole, stay a little left, but not that much 



  
There you go, putting the pressure on myself.  Going to shoot in the 70's for the first time on 
Tuesdays. My buddy Andy Zilis is still in the hospital waiting for his heart transplant.  He had a 
small complication, but all is as good as it can be while he waits.  Let's hope it's soon and all 
goes well.
